Data analysis instructions
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This is the display we generated in week 10 to suggest how we would analyse the data. In short, we’d look at each individual response and check what percentage of their answers matched the stage 3 profile. We would expect older players to match this exactly. The younger they get, the more we’d expect them to answer like the stage 2 profile.

So, for each participant, we want a measurement of % answers at stage 3. We could then take a mean and SD for participants at each age group (see example below).
